Now, eucalyptus trees hold a ot
of moisture... When the koala eats the leaves, it
absorbs some of that moisture. 2This allows the
koala to survive for several days without coming
down from the tree for water. Actually, the name
koala comes from a local word that means “no
water.”

But still, eucalyptus leaves are low in nutrition...
They are tough and contain toxic substances.
This makes them difficult to digest, a poor source
of energy, and even dangerous to health. So,
many animals avoid eucalyptus leaves. *For the
koala, however, they are the main food source.
This is possible because of the special functions
of its digestive system. For instance, it has a long
digestive organ called the caecum that breaks
down the tough leaves. Also, its liver has unique
genes that can remove toxins in the leaves, which
makes them safe to consume. Lastly, the koala’s
digestive system works very slowly, so it keeps
food in its body for a long time. This allows it to
gain as much energy as possible.

“Even though the koala has these abilities, it still
gets little energy from eucalyptus leaves... As
a result, koalas sleep for most of the day, often
from 18 to 22 hours.

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for communication with other sperm whales.

Now, um, the name Pygmalion comes from an
ancient Greek story. It's a story about a sculptor
named Pygmalion who fell in love with a statue
he made. 2He asked Aphrodite, the ancient
Greek goddess of love, to make the statue
alive... Because Pygmalion truly loved the statue,
the goddess made his wish come true. So the
Pygmalion Effect describes a situation where
wishing about something strongly can make it
come frue. In other words, positive expectations
can have a positive effect on people. *Um, when
someone expects you to do well, there is a high
chance that you will do well... This happens
because people change their behavior based on
expectations... So if your teacher thinks you're
smart, you might study harder to become an
actual smart student.

Anyway, in 1968, the psychologist Robert
Rosenthal conducted an experiment to test the
Pygmalion Effect. He made some elementary
school students take an intelligence test at the
beginning of the first semester. Then, he told
the students’ teachers which ones had a higher
potential to be good students. However, the
names given to the teachers were random. These
were not related to the students’ test scores...
After eight months, he tested the students again.

Propylaea and Its Three Parts

Propylaea: Entrance to the Acropolis

It has
many historical sites, and Propylaea is one of
them. This sounds difficult, but in Greek, it means
“before the gates.” So, the Propylaea is basically

the entrance to the Acropolis.

Construction of the Propylaea began in 435 BC.
The structure was built to honor the goddess
Athena. It was composed of three parts. First,
it had a central room. This provided the main
pathway to the Acropolis. Here, the room was
mostly made of marble. Interestingly, however,
the ground was not paved. It was just natural
ground. This probably had some religious
reason...

There were also eastern and western rooms. The
eastern room was very famous for its ceiling.2lt
was painted blue with gold stars, so it must have
been very beautiful... like the night sky! A Greek
writer called Pausanias once said nothing was
more beautiful than this ceiling. And this was
600 years after the construction of the room. The
western room was also impressive. It contained
paintings of important Greek battles. This showed
Greece’s military strength. So, uh, the Propylaea
had both religious and political purposes.

SAnyway, before its construction was completed,
a war between Athens and Sparta began.

Afterward, people tried to continue building it.
However, to this day, no one is sure what it was
supposed to look like. We’'ll talk about this war
next time...

One of their common features was agriculture.

Well, this is why all
of these societies began near rivers. Rivers
provided water for crops.

Civilization first began in Mesopotamia around
the Tigris and Euphrates rivers. ""ASmall cities
formed in the area, and they were controlled by
a religious king. '"®Around 3,300 BC, the first
written language appeared in Mesopotamia.
Mesopotamian people wrote with signs and
symbols, uh, which are called pictographs. The
pictographs were carved into wet clay and then
dried. 8They were used until around 100 BC.
At this time, an alphabet was adopted, so the
original writing system was abandoned.

Not far away, in Egypt, civilization was
established around the Nile River, which is the
longest in the world. '"°The Egyptians used
copper for making tools and weapons. Uh, this
was a big improvement compared to the old
method, uh, which was using stone tools. And
they carved stones for the amazing pyramids with
these advanced tools. '°But building the pyramids
still required much work because of the size and
the amount of the stones. The stones used in the
Great Pyramid, for example, weigh 2.5 tons each.
And there are more than two million of them! Just
thinking about it makes me tired...

Then, there is the Indus culture, which is named
after the Indus River.

This
condition is known as colorblindness. ?There are
various types of colorblindness, and its causes
can be different, too.

Uh, colorblindness occurs when there is a
problem with cone cells in the eye. Cone cells
allow us to see color. Normally, we have three
kinds of cone cells: red, green, and blue. If all
three cone cells are missing, then complete
colorblindness occurs. This is when you are



o

blind to all colors, so you see the world only
in gray.'®*However, complete colorblindness is
extremely rare. More commonly, people cannot
distinguish certain colors as they have a problem
with only one or two of the cone cells. For
example, if red and green cells are missing or
not working properly, then you can have red-and-
green colorblindness. People with this type cannot
easily see the colors red and green. '“So let’s say
there is a Christmas tree with red decorations...
These people will be able to see the shape of the
decorations, but, uh, the decorations and the tree
will appear the same color to them...

Now, one of the causes of colorblindness is
genetic. So, uh, if your family has colorblind
people, your children might also be born with
it. But, uh, you can also get it even if you are
not born with it. People can become colorblind
from diseases or injuries that affect their eyes
or brain. '®For example, diabetes can cause
colorblindness. Recent studies indicate that 22
percent of people with certain kinds of diabetes
have colorblindness. And, uh, there are at least
10 other well-known illnesses which can lead to
colorblindness...

Originally, though, progress was very slow. éEarly
humans developed tools for thousands of years.
And we can separate this tool-making process
into three periods.

The first is the Old Stone Age. As the name
suggests, people used stone tools during this
period. "However, we don’t know exactly when
the first stone tools were invented... Anyway, this
period lasted for millions of years, from 3.4 million
years ago to around 10,000 BC. So, uh, it was
extremely long. Stone tools were quite simple.
Some were like hammers. Stone Age people
used them to hit surfaces and crush materials.
Later, they used the stone hammers to break
rocks. 8The most significant invention, though,
was the hand axe. It, uh, had two sharp edges for
chopping and cutting.

The next two thousand years, uh, from 10,000
to 8,000 BC, represent the Middle Stone Age.
People continued making hammers and hand
axes, but they also made smaller and sharper
tools. They even made the surface of the tools
smoother by rubbing them. °The smoother
surface let people cut through animal skin much
easier. '°They also made arrows and spearheads
with small, sharp, and smooth tips. They attached
these to long sticks of wood. Now, they could
throw or shoot weapons when hunting. This was
a huge benefit because they could kill animals
from far away. Before, hunters had to get close to
animals, which sometimes caused injury or death.

OK, the next five thousand years, until around
3,000 BC, is known as the New Stone Age. Tool-
makers used a wider variety of materials... Stone,
bone, ivory, and even the horns of animals...
Uh, in this period, improved tools made a huge
impact on society. For example, a smoother
hand axe was very effective for cutting trees, so
people could remove trees from fields. ''Similarly,
the creation of advanced farming tools allowed
people to prepare their fields for farming. You
could even say that, uh, all of these New Stone
Age tools led to the development of permanent
agricultural settlements.
