center hired staff members to support residents and answer any
questions. ® For elders having trouble getting to the facility, the
center organized recycling pickup services. ® These great efforts

have led the city to achieve an 80 percent recycling rate!

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® Like most people, you probably think that nanotechnology is
a modern development. @ But surprisingly, the earliest example
of this technology is actually over 1,600 years old—a Roman glass
known as the Lycurgus Cup!

® It is believed that the Lycurgus Cup was created between
AD 290 and 325. ® While it has many unique features, the most
impressive is its color. ® The Lycurgus Cup appears red when lit
from the back and green when lit from the front. ® It took a long
time for scientists to figure out how this was possible because they
feared they might damage the ancient artifact. (® @ Fortunately,
similar pieces of broken glass from the same period were found
in the 1990s.) ® By studying these pieces, scientists discovered
that the glass includes tiny particles of silver and gold. ® These
tiny particles, less than one-thousandth the size of a grain of rice,
reflect and scatter light. ® This causes the color of the glass to
look different depending on which direction the light comes from.

@® The exact method used to create the Lycurgus Cup remains a
mystery. @ Some experts argue that it was simply a lucky accident.
® Others insist that the Roman glassmakers had an advanced
method that was later forgotten. @ Regardless, the Lycurgus Cup

is truly a unique work of art.
